PROCESS FOR ENROLLMENT:

AEach school will receive an-mail to forward to
students /parents enrolling in the classes which will
iInclude a web link to our oHdine registration portal.

AEach student is required to go to that link and fill
out the online form.

AThe teacher will receive an-enail asking for a
recommendation for the student.

AThe guidance counselor will receive anmail
asking to confirm the GPA of the student.



The last day to drop a concurrent credit course Is
August 31. After that time, the student will be
required to remain in the concurrent credit course
for the remainder of the year.

The last day to receive a refund from John Brown
University for any reason is September 14.

One Semester of college credit equals a semester
of high school due to hour requirements by the
Arkansas Department of Education.
